Compact, dense pyramid with attractive
silver-blue/green, twisted needles. High
disease resistance.

Mugho Pine2-6’tall 6-8' wide
Can be maintained in a low mounded

form or allowed to grow naturally as a
loose bush. Very hardy and rugged.

nigra
Austrian Pineso-60’ tall 40’ wide

Vigorous, dense grower with long dark
needles. Shows tolerance to salt.

strobus
Eastern White Pings’ tall 40’ wide

A fast growing tree with soft bluish-green
needles. Pyramidal when young, large and
massive when mature.

strobus ‘Minuta’

Minuta Dwarf White Pine2’ tall 3' wide
One of the smallest of the dwarf white pines
and forms a dense, rounded mound of bluish-

green needles. The candles on this dwarf shrub
are profuse and very attractive.

strobus ‘Pendula’
Weeping White Pineal5’ tall

A weeping form of white pine with long
drooping branches.

sylvestris ‘Hindu-Pan’

Hindu-Pan Scotch Pine

Slow growing form of scotch pine with numerous
flattened globe shapes. Needles are blue-greedemse.
